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2007 was a year of significant change but through it all, St. James
Mercy remained loyal to its mission. We have adopted a theme
“Live Well” to symbolize our present and future commitment to
having a positive lasting impact on our community...from high
quality patient care, to active community involvement. The theme
of the annual report, “Well Done”, reflects our accomplishments in
2007.

“Live Well” also reflects the rewards and challenges of being a ru-
ral community hospital in New York State...the reward of provid-
ing high quality, personalized care to generations of families, and
the challenge of staying financially viable in a difficult economic
climate. St. James Mercy has been able to maintain a balance; how-
ever, as leaders we must focus on the future...identifying unmet
needs, creating new models of care with greater access, and remain-
ing financially strong.

“Live Well” is embedded in our future plans to address a care
delivery model that meets the needs of today’s and zomorrow’s con-
sumer...one that is more modern, accessible, convenient, and most
importantly, improves health outcomes. St. James Mercy is working
on a plan that includes construction of a new facility specifically
for outpatient services, to be located adjacent to the nursing home.
Such a facility has great potential to improve access to primary care
services to residents of the Hornell region, and therefore, efforts to
address project requirements and to gain the necessary approvals
are underway so that the dream becomes reality in 2010.

Throughout the organization, St. James Mercy has made quality
its number one priority. Our new tagline, “When Quality Matters”,
encompasses that which is most important to patients and families:

Confidence in the care provided

A quick recovery

Good communication

Ease of access

Personalized care throughout the experience

Prevention and health education

“When Quality Matters” offers endless opportunities to continue
to instill pride in our employees, and share publicly how St. James
Mercy excels and continually strives to make the patient’s experi-
ence better.

Reflecting our emphasis in quality, in August 2007, St. James
Mercy was named a “100 Top Performance Improvement Leader
2006” by Thomson Healthcare (formerly Solucient), based on our
ability to improve faster and more consistently than our peers on
several key indicators. We were one of nearly 2,900 U.S. hospitals
evaluated over a five-year period, and one of 100 hospitals that
improved the most between 2001 and 2005. Eight facilities in New
York State were recognized, and St. James Mercy was the only New
York hospital honored in the medium-size hospital category. This
recognition truly reflects the efforts of physicians, care providers,
and all employees to improve the patient experience.

St. James is very proud of the “100 Top” achievement, yet there
were many other initiatives introduced
in 2007 to improve quality of care, including several nationally rec-
ognized programs such as the:
Rapid Response Team which anticipates health
emergencies before they happen
Fall Prevention Program to maximize the safety of
patients throughout their stay
Medication Safety Program which enhances our already
stringent drug disbursement process
Pressure Ulcer Prevention Program to minimize a
common problem with bedridden patients
that can lead to complications
Surgical Prevention Infection Program that minimizes
the incidence of post-op infections and leads
to a speed recovery

These programs were developed and implemented to improve
patient outcomes and instill a “culture of safety” throughout our
facilities. Patient safety remains a priority for St. James Mercy.

In addition to the hospital, St. James Mercy is very fortunate to
have numerous clinic sites and a long-term care facility. Given

the expanse of the service area, patients depend on our clinics in
Troupsburg, Wayland, Alfred, Greenwood, and Hornell to fulfill
their health care needs. These facilities — and the outstanding staff
who manage them -- ensure quality access to patients who other-
wise would need to travel significant distances for their health care
services.

Additionally in 2007, emergency services were enhanced with a
new helipad. This allows Mercy Flight and other emergency care
helicopters to land on hospital property, and efficiently transport
patients from the emergency room to a tertiary or trauma facility.
The project was made possible by the foresight and generosity of
Jane Karlsten, a community resident who, following a personal
experience, saw the need to improve transfer time of patients. Mrs.
Karlsten also organized local and state legislative support to see this
project to fruition. As of April 2008, St. James Mercy has served
nearly 50 patients via the new on-site helipad.

In addition to the day-to-day services provided by St. James Mercy,
many employees participate in community benefit programs to
bring health education and care to the poor and underserved
throughout the area. In 2007, St. James Mercy served over 4,000
community members through outreach programs with services
focused on cancer, blood pressure, chemical dependency, heart
disease, orthopedics, physical therapy, dental health, nutrition, sun
safety, long-term care, gait and balance disorders, and occupational
therapy, to name only a few.

Enhancing the quality of life for the community is also evident
in St. James Mercy’s economic impact on the region. Recent data
indicate that our services contribute over $112 million annually to
the region’s economic health through:

$34.5 million in payroll with over 900 employees
$66.4 million spent locally by employees for groceries,
clothing, mortgage, rent, etc.

$21.1 million in goods and services to provide care
(medical supplies, utilities, etc.)

$40.8 million generated for the local economy through
dollars spent by the hospital

There is no doubt that St. James Mercy plays a significant role in
creating jobs, supporting local businesses, and sustaining the health
of our local economy. We remain committed to our role and re-
sponsibility as one of the largest employers in the area.

It is indeed a privilege to be associated with a dedicated work-
force, medical staff, and volunteer base that tirelessly provide a high
level of care and compassion to patients and their families. We are
proud to be sponsored by the Sisters of Mercy, whose mission is to
serve the needs of the poor around the world. Our sponsors keep
us grounded and focused on the work we do. We are most grateful
to you, our community, for nearly 120 years of support to the St.
James Mercy mission. At a time when hospitals across New York
State have downsized, consolidated or closed, it is clear that the
people inside and outside of St. James Mercy believe in what we do,
and remain committed to our future. Thank you!
